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AIMS  
 
The aims of Oakfield Junior School  are: 
· To develop children academically, socially and physically regardless of race, gender, 

class or disability.  We aim for our pupils to become well-educated, well-balanced 
individuals who can also work together. 

· To help children discover and develop their own special talents and to be self-
confident. 

· To ensure that, by the time they leave the school, our pupils can  work in an 
independent way and consistently to produce work to the best of their ability.   

· To create throughout the school  an interesting and stimulating environment to stir 
everyone’s curiosity, appreciation and imagination. 

· To identify all children  who have special educational needs; and meet those needs, 
whichever end of the ability range they may be, providing appropriate  support and 
programmes of work for them. 

· To ensure that the school environment, teaching methods, curriculum and ethos are 
sympathetic to these aims. 

 
LEARNING  
We believe children learn best if: 
·  We offer a broad and balanced curriculum. 
· We encourage an enthusiasm and enjoyment for learning. 
· We develop literacy skills for reading with understanding and fluency for finding 

information and for pleasure. 
· We develop numeracy skills and the use of mathematics for problem solving and 

finding pattern in things around us. 
· We develop skills and techniques of observing, recording, communicating, 

interpreting and evaluating the world around us  
·  A lively, practical curriculum is offered using educational visits, first hand experience 

and a variety of  teaching methods.

ATTITUDES  
 
· We help to develop self-confidence, self-esteem and self-respect because we believe 

they help children to learn and to develop their own qualities of care for, and tolerance 
of, others which are necessary in any community. 

· The School Behaviour policy is based on accentuating positive behaviour through  
praise and rewards. 

·  School rules are based on common sense and the notion of treating others as one 
would wish to be treated. We aim to instil a respect for other people and for property. 

·  We encourage awareness, concern and care for our world through our projects, 
including care and use of  our school environment. We try to plant the seeds of an 
understanding of their role as caretakers of tomorrow’s world. 

· We ask that parents and children read and sign our Home-School Agreement and try to 
keep to it. 

 
OPPORTUNITIES 
 
An important aspect of school life is to provide the children with opportunities to show 
their work to different audiences to help give a sense of achievement and appreciation that 
their work is interesting and useful. Opportunities are provided by presenting work to their 
peers and teachers at assemblies and to their parents at open days and concerts.  Sometimes 
pupils present items for the Infant School children or take part in local events. These 
opportunities also aid the development of self-confidence. 
Children have the opportunity to compete at a variety of sports with other children within 
school and with other local schools. The school has an impressive record in inter–school 
tournaments. Every child receives more than 2 hours of PE teaching every week. As a 
result of this the school was awarded the Activemark Gold Award in 2002.This was 
reawarded in 2005 
Extra-curricular activities in a variety of clubs is offered both before and after school and 
during lunch. The school gained the Surrey Healthy Schools Award in June 2004, a scheme 
which promotes awareness of a range of health related issues.

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THE SCHOOL PREMISES 
 
There is one main building of two storeys in which are eight spacious classrooms.  
There are specialist areas for Computers, Music, Design-Technology and the 
Library.  The Main Hall has a good range of equipment for gymnastics, sports and 
drama.  During 2004 we developed the back of the school to create 2 new 
classrooms and a new staff room. This  allowed us to reorganise the use of other 
parts of the school to create more small group teaching rooms and set up a larger 
main office. In addition we are one of just 8 schools in Surrey chosen to have a 
centre for children with Learning Difficulties. The Centre opened in September 
2004 in purpose built accommodation. 
Outside, the school has a large playing field, two playgrounds, a quiet play area 
and a nature area. During last year we created class gardens, we planted fruit trees 
and built a gazebo and a new quiet area. All of this was funded by The Friends. 
Our latest project is a Multi Use Games Area which will help us to develop sports 
like netball and tennis. 
 
SCHOOL COUNCIL  
 
Pupils elect representatives from their class to sit on the School Council. It meets 
regularly  to contribute towards  the development of the school and  to act as a 
channel of communication for pupils.  It is also an introduction to democracy and 
the way groups work in our society to promote change. 
We also have two representatives on the Mole Valley Junior Youth Voice 
Council, made up of pupils from schools across the district and the Effingham 
Learning Partnership Confederation Council. These give some of our older pupils 
a chance to represent their school in a wider forum. 
ORGANISATION  
 
Children may be taught in a variety of situations: in a class, as part of a small 
group, individually or as a whole school . 
 
Year groups are referred to by the year of education they are in, hence the first 
year are "Year 3 ", the second "Year 4 " and so on. All  years are in Key Stage 2 
of the National Curriculum. We have two classes in each year group. 
In Years 4, 5 and 6 there is an increasing amount of ability grouping in the Core 
subjects of English, Mathematics to enable teachers to address the individual 
needs of pupils in these key subjects.  
The school week includes 23½ hours teaching  for the children. This conforms to 
DfES guidelines. 
 
Each child is placed in a House.  They are called Lions, Tigers and Panthers.  
House points are given for good work and effort.  The Houses also compete at 
various sporting activities. 
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SCHOOL JOURNEYS 
 
During the school year we run many day visits linked to work as well as 
residential visits.  There is no substitute for the 'first hand' experience offered 
through these visits, which form a valuable part of our curriculum.  The visits help 
to stimulate children's interest in their studies and specific knowledge.  They also 
enlarge awareness of our local area and enable comparison between this 
environment and other areas.  Residential trips provide excellent opportunities for 
personal and social growth as well.  Residential visits undertaken last year were 
by Year 6 who had a week at Osmotherley in North Yorkshire, Year 5 who spent 
four days exploring the Isle of Wight and Portsmouth and Year 4 who spent 3 
days at Hassocks in East Sussex.  Different places may be chosen for future visits 
to suit subjects being studied.  Year 3 had a ‘sleepover’ at school in July, which 
was a cause of great excitement, if not too much sleep!

EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES IN CLUBS  
 
Teachers, parents and private companies provide opportunities for the children to 
enjoy extra activities outside school hours. 
 
Such clubs are voluntary and permission must be given in writing, by the child's 
parent/carer allowing the child to stay after school.  It is expected that children 
who join a club will attend regularly and support the club at all times. 
 
A variety of clubs are available. The list does vary from year to year, but to give 
you an idea of the range, last year they included: recorder, orchestra, choir,  
computers, needlework, cooking, art, homework and Quest ( Bible study). In 
addition there are clubs based on sporting activities, which tend to be seasonal.  
The following took place last year: 
 
· Netball, football, hockey, rugby and cross-country in the winter terms. 
· Rounders, cricket, stoolball, tennis and athletics  in summer.   
· Badminton, line dancing, fencing, karate and judo are available all  the 

year round  
A timetable is sent home at the beginning of each term. We try to get a balance of 
sports/non sports clubs and ensure that a range of clubs is available to each year 
group. 
 
LIAISON WITH INFANT SCHOOLS  
 
We work very closely with the local Infant Schools and particularly with Fetcham 
Village Infant School:  
·  Exchanging information about pupils. 
·  Exchanging information about the curriculum 
·  Discussing general activities relevant to the pupils in our care.   
Liaison and co-operation between schools ensures smooth progress for the 
children as they move through the education system. 
 
 
LIAISON WITH SECONDARY AND OTHER  SCHOOLS  
 
·   We liaise closely with Therfield, Howard of Effingham, The Priory, The 

 Ashcombe and St Andrew’s Secondary Schools, to ensure that each child's 
 progression to Secondary School  is as seamless as possible. 

·     We  have a lot of contact with local Junior and Primary schools, sharing     
 good practice with each other and working on joint projects such as music 
 festivals and sports events. 

· We are part of the Effingham Learning Partnership, a confederation of 11 
schools working together to give our pupils better access to the  range of 

10 
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children’s services provided by the County Council and the Health Authority. 
Joint staff training days are also held by the confederation of schools. We are now 
developing a strategy to meet the requirements of the Government’s Extended 
Schools agenda. 
 
LIAISON WITH PARENTS  
 
· There is an information meeting at the start of the Autumn term for each year 

group. An information letter is sent at the start of the other two terms. The 
purpose of the meeting and the letters is to let parents know of plans for the 
term and equipment or help needed in their child’s year group. 

·  Parents Evenings are held each term to enable parents to meet their child's 
class teacher and discuss progress and areas needing development. 

 Classteachers are always happy to talk to parents about their children. Please 
contact the teacher to arrange a convenient time. 

·  The Head Teacher is also very happy to meet current pupils’ parents and 
provide tours of the school to prospective parents by appointment. 

· Reports are sent to parents in the Spring Term followed by an opportunity for 
discussion with the classteacher. 

· Open House  is held from 3:15 until 4:00pm on the first Wednesday of each 
month during term time. It is a chance for you to see the work your children 
have been doing in school during the previous few weeks, have a quick chat 
with the class teacher and a look around the school to see what other classes 
have been doing. 

· Newsletters are published every other Monday during term time, containing 
news and information about the school together with a list of dates for school 
events. 

 
FRIENDS OF OAKFIELD SCHOOL  
 
The Friends of Oakfield School is a member of the National Confederation of 
Parent Teachers Associations and parents automatically become members of The 
Friends.  The managing committee is elected annually from among the parents 
and all are welcome to volunteer. 
 
The Friends exist to raise funds to provide additional resources for the children 
which otherwise could not be afforded.  The aim is for fundraising to encourage a 
sense of community, linking home and school, and for the mainly family 
orientated events to be fun. 
 
Regular newsletters from the Friends keep parents in touch with the latest 
developments. 
 



 

THE CURRICULUM  
The Core National Curriculum Subjects are:  
¨ Mathematics, English  Science and I.C.T (Information and 

Communications Technology ) 
The other Foundation Subjects are: 
¨ Design-Technology,  History,   Geography,   Art,   Music,   Physical 

Education and Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE). 
We are also required by statute to teach Religious Education.    
Though not statutory we choose to teach French all years 
Subjects are often integrated in Topic work. 
In July 2006 the school was awarded the Basic Skills Quality Mark, an award 
which recognises excellence in teaching the skills of literacy and numeracy to all 
children of all abilities. 
 
ENGLISH  
This involves four skills:   speaking, listening, reading and writing.  Reading and 
writing form the basis of the Literacy lesson, speaking and listening are also 
developed at this time. However we are keen to exploit links between Literacy and 
other areas of the curriculum and it is this approach which characterises the way in 
which we organise our teaching 
Language is fundamental to all areas of the curriculum and has a place in 
everything we do in school. 
Parental support is appreciated for home practice of spellings, reading and writing;  
this pays a clear dividend. 
The development of English is supported by the use of  ICT. 

Cross Country champions—and sisters! 
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  Reading 
·  Reading with understanding is a cornerstone for learning. 
· Through the National Literacy Strategy children are taught to develop a 

variety of reading skills including skimming, scanning and effective use of 
dictionaries and other reference materials.  A range of strategies for 
understanding text are taught. 

·  Children are encouraged with a modern, graded reading scheme and 
individual help to make good progress towards being independent readers. 

· In addition to reading in class children are encouraged to read for pleasure 
and for information through regular library periods and reading at home.  

·  Our school library contains fiction and non-fiction books, encyclopaedias, 
atlases and other books of reference.  

· Each class has its own fiction library. 
·  Many new books are purchased every year so that there is good reading 

material for all abilities.  
·  Pupils are encouraged to take books home and taught to take care of books. 
 
 Writing  
·  There is a progressive emphasis on the skills of planning, drafting, revising, 

proof reading and presentation.  
·  The purpose of any writing is considered, e.g. recording information, story 

telling, letter writing, e-mailing, poetry or the giving of instructions as all 
require a different approach.  Pupils are taught to recognise when these 
different forms are appropriate and given practice in their use.  

·  Standard forms of English are taught so that pupils understand sentence 
structure, can punctuate correctly and write in a clear and well organised way. 

· Information Technology is used to further Writing Skills by the use of word 
processing and desktop publishing software and palm-top spell checkers. 

· To aid fluency attention is paid to spelling and handwriting.  This enables 
clarity for the reader and increases confidence with words. 

 
Speaking and Listening 
·  Speaking and listening are important skills that need to be developed together 

for effective communication to take place.  
·  Speaking in a discussion group, or as part of a drama group, helps children 

learn to express themselves clearly and confidently.  
·  Effective listening requires an active response.  It involves the forming of 

questions so that we ensure we understand what other people mean.  As well 
as listening for understanding, children also need to be given the opportunity 
to listen for appreciation to music, drama, poetry and stories.   

·  We use multi media resources and  sometimes visit a theatre or have 
performers into school. 

 



 

MATHEMATICS  
 
·  In Mathematics we aim to develop a thorough understanding of mathematical 

concepts and the confidence to apply skills and knowledge to a variety of 
situations.   

·  Our strategy to achieve this is by teaching the National Numeracy Strategy in 
a practical, lively and relevant way.  

·  We use a variety of published schemes and computer software to extend and 
enrich children by presenting them with real situations and problems.  

·  We try to instil  the belief that Mathematics is interesting and exciting as well 
as being a powerful tool for solving problems. 

·  There is a firm emphasis on developing strategies for using mental methods 
of calculation whenever possible. We expect children to learn their number 
bonds and tables and appreciate help from home with them. 

 
 
SCIENCE 
 
Science follows the National Curriculum guide-lines. 
Children are given the chance to: 
 
·  foster a firm interest and pleasure in Science. 
·  have an appreciation of basic scientific concepts and logical processes. 
·  realise the importance of our environment and our place in the natural world. 
 
Experiments and investigations are used to develop practical skills as a means of 
problem solving and to develop basic scientific knowledge.  We encourage our 
pupils’ natural creativity and tendency to ask questions.  We make connections 
between household objects and the scientific principles on which they are based. 
 
 
INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY  - (I.C.T .) 
 
The importance of I.C.T. in the modern classroom is recognised; each class 
having an Interactive Whiteboard, connected to the Internet.  
We have a computer suite with 16 desk top computers. In addition we have 32 
laptops, which are used in classrooms, using  a  wi-fi system. Computers are used 
to support and enhance learning in all areas of the curriculum as well as cover the 
requirements of the National Curriculum.  We have a range of peripheral 
hardware, including digital cameras, microscopes, camcorders and scanners which 
children use to produce multi media projects. Data logging equipment is used in 
Science to help with measurement of variables during experiments.. We aim to 
enable each pupil to use ICT independently  and confidently as an aid to their 
work.  

14 
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The machines in the computer suite may be used together to allow  "hands on" 
experience for a large group, used by small groups or used independently by 
individuals. 
 
 
DESIGN-TECHNOLOGY  
 
Design Technology follows the National Curriculum guide-lines. The aim is to 
develop technological skills by encouraging a way of thinking that is related to 
solving problems in a practical, systematic way and involves:  
 
·  designing and making things in three dimensions.  
·  using a variety of resources  such as construction kits, wood, clay, paper-

maché  and other traditional or recycled materials. 
· the review and evaluation of work. 
Most lessons take place in our Art and Technology room. During 2004 this was 
completely refurbished; a project funded by The Friends. The room is set up to 
enable all art and DT work to take place, including cooking—or Food Technology 
as it is known these days! 
 
 
HISTORY  
 
· This involves gaining an understanding of the way people and their 

civilizations have developed over time, and some idea of the chronology of 
mankind. 

· A variety of sources are used and the skills of research developed. 
· The local area is studied to develop history study skills and awareness of our 

local heritage. 
 
GEOGRAPHY 
 
A scientific study of the surface of the earth and its inhabitants using atlases and 
globes leads to an understanding of the development of the earth.  The features of 
the local area are used to develop map reading skills. 
 
· The study of geography bridges the sciences and the humanities to increase 

awareness of political and cultural groupings and appreciate the common 
features of human society world-wide. 

· Environmental studies are aided by realisation of man’s impact on the earth 
so far. 

 
 



 

ART 
·  We aim to increase confidence and competence in the use of different media 

such as pencil, charcoal, paint, collage, inks, textiles and clay.  
·  We teach the necessary skills for our children to develop their natural ability 

and to be expressive and creative in a variety of media. 
·  We aim to instil pride by achieving a high standard of finished work.   
·  We are proud of the art produced through the school and regard it as one of 

our strengths. 
 
MUSIC 
This provides opportunities for children to express themselves.  We have a music 
specialist who provides weekly lessons in our Music room for every class. 
Our children have the opportunities and facilities to make music in a variety of 
ways:  
·  through using percussion instruments;  
·  through voice;  
·  through more specialised and conventional musical instruments; and 
·  through instruments they make themselves.   
 
Listening to and learning to appreciate a variety of forms of music is encouraged. 
We encourage children to have instrumental tuition through the Local Music 
Centre.  Many children take external examinations in music with a high success 
rate.  Children who learn an instrument are encouraged to learn to play together 
by joining the orchestra. 
Often writing, music, art, drama and dance are linked thematically in 
presentations within classes or to other groups of children. 
Music clubs include recorder groups and the school choir.  The choir and some 
instrumentalists take part in local music festivals. 
 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION  
· Physical Education takes place in the hall, on the playground or on the 

playing field and involves gymnastics, dance, swimming (at the 
Leatherhead Leisure Centre), outdoor adventurous activities (such as 
orienteering)  and games. We cover a variety of games:  rounders, 
stoolball, cricket, badminton, hockey, football, rugby, netball, cross 
country running and track and field events. Please note that we do not 
cancel outdoor lessons just because it is a bit wet or cold. It is important 
that your children have  clothing appropriate to the time of year  to wear 
during these lessons. 

· We participate in many local sports competitions.  We believe the children 
gain a great deal from working alongside others in team games and in 
competing against others, both in team and individual competition.  We 
have a fine record of achievement in local competitions. 
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MODERN FOREIGN LANGUAGES  
Although there is no requirement for Junior schools to offer lessons in foreign 
languages, at Oakfield we teach French in every year group. The teacher is a 
language specialist who ensures that the emphasis is on  the acquisition of basic 
vocabulary, developing conversation and of course, fun! 
 
RELIGIOUS EDUCATION  
Following on from Infant School work the pupil's understanding of the nature of 
God and Christianity is deepened, and an awareness of other faiths is formed 
through considering  
·  the Christian tradition; 
·  the language of religion; and  
·  other beliefs; their practices, artefacts and customs. 
 
Pupils are helped to appreciate religion through exploring  
·  personal qualities and feelings; 
·  relationships and responsibilities; 
·  the nature of the world; and  
·  social, moral, and religious issues. 
Parents have the right to withdraw their children from Religious Education and 
the daily act of worship.  
 
SPECIAL NEEDS 
· Some children have learning difficulties, others have outstanding abilities, 

both are areas of special educational need.  
·  We have a Special Needs teacher who organises resources and programmes 

of work in conjunction with class teachers, and takes small groups of 
children.   

·  Where children display outstanding ability in an area of the curriculum we 
aim to provide them with the opportunity to develop that talent. We run 
extension classes for children throughout the school who show great ability in 
English and Mathematics to allow them to extend their skills in those 
subjects. 

·  Some children also have support in the classroom from Teaching Assistants.  
·  Some have help provided by the Local Authority, following assessment by  

the Educational Psychologist, whose advice can be sought when necessary. 
In September 2004 a  Learning Difficulties Centre (LDC)  opened at Oakfield. 
This year  we have 15 pupils from years 3 to 6 attached to it . Additional teaching 
and support staff work with these children with the aim of including them in the 
mainstream classes as much as possible. 
For admissions there is an annual countywide panel process, which is used to 
ensure that children are selected who meet the admissions criteria and who will 
benefit from the specialist support. Further details of this process can be obtained 
from us or from the Surrey helpdesk on  0845 009 009. 



 

HOMEWORK  
Every child has  a Homework Diary.  An adult at home needs to see it and sign it 
every  week. In school, diaries are checked by a Teaching Assistant every 
morning and written comments from parents passed onto the class teachers. 
 
In Year 3 homework consists of learning spellings and tables each week and 
practising reading . Written tasks are set generally twice a week, each task taking 
15 to 20 minutes to complete. 
 
In Year 4 homework will be set for most evenings.  Practice of spellings, tables 
and reading is expected to be ongoing in addition to set homework.  
Approximately 2-2½ hours a week. 
 
In  Year 5  homework is set on a daily  basis in addition to finishing work. 
Sometimes research skills are developed through more long term projects.  
Approximately 3 hours a week. 
 
In Year 6 there is a high expectation of the children to discipline themselves to a 
homework time each evening.  Approximately  4-5 hours a week. 
 
At this age we do not want homework to make it difficult for pupils to enjoy 
involvement in out of school activities because they also have their part to play in 
each child’s development. Generally we do not   set homework at week ends, 
since we believe  this time should be for families and other out of school 
activities. 
 
ASSESSMENT AND TESTING 
 
There is an Annual Report to parents during the Spring Term. This is based on 
what children have achieved during the year. 
 
Under the Education Reform Act, National Curriculum Assessment Tests at 11 
years of age were introduced in May 1995. Our year 6 pupils take these tests in 
their final term. We try to ensure that the children do not feel over burdened by 
these tests. As long as they do their best, that is good enough for us. This 
approach produces good results, the latest of which   are on page 25 of this  
prospectus. 
 
We use the QCA end of year tests in the summer term for years 3 to 5 and may 
test in other ways during the year. 
 
Parents  can  gain   access to their child's record on application to the Headteacher. 
Documents relating to the National Curriculum, Literacy Strategy and Numeracy 
Strategy and  the recent Education Acts are available to be seen in school on 
application to the Headteacher. 
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GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
We ask that visitors entering the school sign in at the office and do not go 
directly to classrooms.  For the safety of everyone in school the clerical staff 
must be aware of who is visiting the school  for whatever reason. 
 
Times: Morning session   8.55 am - 12.15 pm 
  
 Break 11.00 am - 11.15 am 
 
 Lunch 12.15 pm - 1.15 pm 
 
 Afternoon session   1.15 pm - 3.15 pm 
Children should arrive no earlier than 8.45 am as there is no supervision prior to 
this time. 
 

ADMISSIONS POLICY  
Parents have a right to express a preference as to which school their children 
move on to. If a school is under subscribed, all applicants will be offered places. 
However, the following admissions criteria will  be used to allocate places should 
the school be oversubscribed (in priority order). 
 
1) Looked After Children 
2) Exceptional Circumstances 
3) Siblings 
4) Nearest School 
5) Any Other applicant 
 
NB: Distance from home to school, measured  in a straight line, will apply 
within each category as a means of prioritising places. 
Surrey will  use an equal preference system for all its Community and Voluntary 
Controlled schools for the September 2008 admissions round. 
 
Waiting Lists 
For those pupils wanting to join Year 3 who do not obtain a place at their highest 
ranked school the Local Authority will operate a waiting list for the period of one 
academic year only. Waiting list places will be allocated as and when vacancies 
occur according to the admission arrangements above. Admissions to Years 4,5 
and 6 are controlled by the school.

Shoes need to be sensible, flat ones, for safety, as there are a lot of stairs in 
school. School pullovers, ties, fleeces, PE T-shirts and shorts   are available 
with the school logo on them through the school outfitter. 
 
Boys and girls are expected to keep their hair neat and tidy and avoid extremes of 
style.

A plastic bag in which to put muddy clothes 
and shoes is important, as is a spare pair of socks. 
 
Each child needs a named kit bag to keep their sports kit in. We request that the 
kit should come in to school every Monday and return home for washing on 
Friday. 
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Jewellery and Earrings 
Surrey County Council and Oakfield do not permit earrings or studs to be worn, 
on safety grounds, for P.E lessons.  Due to this,  it is helpful if a child’s ears are to 
be pierced, that it is done at the beginning of the Summer Holiday.  Stud earrings 
may only be worn to school if the child can remove them without help.   
Jewellery, apart from stud earrings, is not  permitted at any time.  
 
Personal  Property 
Mobile phones are not to be brought to school. 
Surrey County Council and Oakfield Junior School accept no responsibility for 
lost property or for the safety of watches or any other valuables.  Computer games 
and audio equipment are not to be brought to school.  
We do allow the use of small, inexpensive toys at break times but this depends on 
behaviour and is a privilege not a right.  They remain the child’s responsibility. 
 
Equipment for Class Work 
 
Felt pens or pencil crayons, a handwriting pen or fountain ink pen,  rubber, pencil, 
gluestick, loose-leaf folder, maths drawing instruments and calculator are needed 
as children progress through the school. We will advise parents of the equipment 
needed in the information letters at the start of each term. Many of the items 
children need are available through the School Shop which is  run one lunchtime a 
week by volunteers from the Friends of Oakfield School. 
 
School Meals 
 
Well balanced, tasty meals are provided by the school kitchen. They comply with 
the Government’s latest legislation on nutritional standards  In order to assist the 
kitchen staff, please order school meals for at least half a term period. 
 
Children may bring packed lunches to school, to be consumed only during the 
lunchtime.  Children are not allowed to bring sweets, chewing-gum etc, or 
mid-morning snacks or fizzy drinks to school. They may bring fruit if they wish. 
Water fountains are available to all children. In addition, children are strongly 
encouraged to bring a bottle of water to keep with them in class. 
 
The Schools Medical Service 
 
It is County policy to carry out medical, dental, hearing and sight tests without 
prior notification. However, usually parents will be informed and can choose to 
attend if they want to. 



 

 
 
TRAVEL TO SCHOOL  
 
We encourage pupils to walk to and from school.  Enormous congestion is caused 
by cars in Bell Lane and we believe most pupils who live locally can walk to 
school.  We allow cycling  or scooting with adult accompaniment. During Year 6 
children have the opportunity to train for the Cycling Proficiency Test. Once 
passed, they may cycle to school unaccompanied, if their parents agree. 
 
CHILD PROTECTION  
There has been considerable national concern regarding physical and sexual abuse 
of children.  If any staff at school suspect that a child has been abused they are 
required by law to follow the County guidelines and inform Social Services.  
Social Services then decide when parents should be informed of any investiga-
tions that might ensue. 
 
POLICIES OF THE GOVERNING BODY  
The Governing Body of Oakfield Junior School promotes opportunity regardless 
of race, gender, class or disability. 
 
SEX AND RELATIONSHIPS EDUCATION  
The Governors have decided, in consultation with the teaching staff, that sex and 
relationships education will be taught.  It is organised and taught in a manner 
which encourages pupils to have due regard to moral considerations and the value 
of family life, with care and sensitivity in matching teaching to the maturity of the 
pupils concerned and with the aim of helping pupils to deal with the physical and 
emotional challenges of growing up. 
Parents have the right to withdraw their children from Sex Education lessons 
which are not part of the National Curriculum.  

   Eating ‘al fresco’ 
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The Sex and Relationships Education Policy and syllabus is available to be seen 
in school. 
  
PASTORAL CARE AND DISCIPLINE  
 
These matters are the responsibility of the class teachers under the guidance of 
both the Headteacher and Deputy Headteacher. 
 
 
BEHAVIOUR MANAGEMENT POLICY  
 
Our Behaviour Management Policy was written in consultation with all staff, in-
cluding support staff, governors and representatives of parents, through the 
Friends of the School.  It was drawn up in response to the Elton Report: 
"Discipline in Schools". 
It states: 
·  the aims of the policy 
·  the behaviour expected and how  we reinforce it; and 
·  how undesirable behaviour will be dealt with 
       We believe that good behaviour is based on positive reinforcement 
·  through  teacher / pupil relationships 
· through the good example of all members of the school community 
· through maintaining high expectations 
 
We expect children to show respect to all adults and kindness, tolerance and con-
sideration to their peers. 
 
In rare cases of persistently violent, abusive or disruptive behaviour by a child 
towards other pupils or members of staff a child's parents will be contacted and 
the Governors of the school may be informed.   
 
If usual correction procedures fail to produce improved behaviour then a pupil 
may be liable to exclusion from school, pending investigation by the Local Edu-
cation Authority and School Governors. 
 
Payment may be required from parents if damage to school property is caused 
through carelessness or disobedience. 
 
 
ANTI-BULLYING POLICY  
 
We do not want bullies at Oakfield. Being bullied should not have to be part of 
growing up for anyone. We have a policy and procedures at Oakfield to ensure 
that we listen to what children say and do our best to eliminate bullying on the 
rare occasions it happens.  



 

 
CHARGES AND REMISSIONS 
The Governors policy for charging and remissions for school activities is available 
to be seen in school. 
In summary: 
a) It conforms to the policy of the Surrey Education Authority 
b) For activities mainly in school hours costs will be met from donations and 
 voluntary contributions, except for board and lodgings on residential trips. 
 Unfortunately if adequate funds for school trips are not donated the trips may 

not take place. 
c) Costs of activities out of school hours will continue to be met by parents of 
 those concerned. 
d) Remission is available when parents are in receipt of Income Support or 
 Family Credit. 
e) Instrumental Music tuition may be charged for under the 1988 Act unless 
 given as part of the required curriculum. 
f) The Governing Body will continue to seek voluntary contributions for the 
 benefit of the school. 
 
INVESTORS IN PEOPLE (IiP)  
The Staff and Governing Body are committed to the Investors in People programme 
for development within the school. This initiative commenced in 1996 to encourage 
employers to look after their staff and use each person’s strengths.  The school was 
recognised as an Investor in People in November 1998. We were reassessed by an 
external consultant in February 2007. Her report highlighted many strengths and no 
weaknesses.  
 
 
COMPLAINTS PROCEDURE  
Should the need arise, contact should first be made with the Class Teacher.   
If this proves unsatisfactory the complaint may be taken to the Headteacher or on to 
the Governing Body.  Parents are encouraged to use the Parent Governors to raise 
matters with the Governing Body.
